LEASE REGULATIONS

1. THE SPIRIT OF KEDLESTON CAMP 
1. In recognition of the committed involvement of various individuals in the development and ongoing operations of Kedleston Gospel Camp, the Camp Board has historically offered the opportunity to such individuals to lease lots within the Camp boundaries. This privilege allows those individuals to build or acquire a dwelling in close proximity to the Camp to facilitate their continued involvement. Also, in recognition of their commitment to and contribution of personal and financial resources to the Camp, leases have been offered at little or no cost. Accordingly, the expectation is that lessees will use this privilege to continue their involvement and commitment to the Camp.
1. In light of the preceding the lessees agrees to continue to uphold and honor the spirit of commitment to Kedleston Camp that initially resulted in the opportunity and privilege to lease lots within Camp boundaries. 
1. In addition, lessees acknowledge that the approved activities, programs and mission of the Camp take precedence over the activities and enjoyment of individual lessees.  
1. No nuisance is to be committed by Lessee either by noise, immorality, the use of profanity, the use of alcoholic beverage, drunkenness or otherwise within the boundaries of Kedleston Camp.  The Camp Board is to be sole judge of what constitutes a nuisance.
2. STEPS TO LEASING AND DEVELOPMENT
2. Terminology:
2. The term “Board” shall include its duly appointed representative.

2. The term “Lessee” shall include the executors or administrators.
2. Lessees must be approved by the said Camp Board or its duly appointed agent from the Camp Board.  The lease approval is good for a period of three years and is then required to be renewed if the lessee has not yet acquired property and is still interested in remaining on the waiting list.
2. The lease is for one lot per individual or immediate family.  Any exceptions to this due to land design or grandfather clause is to be determined by the Camp Board. 
2. Lessee has three years to make substantial development on this property (if previously undeveloped) or this lease will be null and void.  The lot(s) will be repossessed by Kedleston Camp and any developments to the lot up to that point will be forfeited. 
2. Substantial developments consist of installation of an approved septic system, power run to the sight and have a living structure in place that has been pre approved by the Camp Board or its designated subcommittee. 
2. In the case of extenuating circumstances (i.e. health issues, financial difficulties, etc.) an application for extension can be requested by the lessee. The Camp Board will be the final judge in the matter. 
2. Lessee must have approval for land development from the Camp Board before any development takes place. 
2. After agreement has been reached, the applicant must receive a permit for land and building development from the R.M. of Dufferin, before any development takes place. 
2. Lessees shall not cut growing timber except for necessarily clearing land for buildings and trees causing danger to improvements. 
2. Lessees agree to keep lots clean and free from all dilapidated vehicles, run down buildings, or any unused items (i.e. “junk”) and maintain buildings to an acceptable standards. 
2. No open fires shall be permitted, except on sites approved by the Camp Board. 
2. Lessees must comply with all other laws e.g., shoreline/waterfront regulations, and camp regulations and must not interfere with Camp activities. 
2. The Lessee agrees to pay all lease fees not later than the fifteenth (15) day of June in each year in the amount of the statement mailed by the Kedleston Camp Board. The Lessee also agrees to pay each year all Federal, Provincial, Municipal or School taxes applicable to the said building on the lot when due.
3. SELLING OF PROPERTY AND TRANSFER OF LEASE
3. Lessees must submit a notice in writing to the Camp Board informing it of their decision to sell or transfer property on leases 60 days prior to any sale or transfer. 
3. If the seller has a relative or friend they wish to sell their development to this can be done if that party has been pre approved for a lease.
3. If the seller does not have a relative or friend interested in purchasing the seller will then notify the Camp Board of a fair market value for their development and then all pre approved lessees waiting for property at Kedleston will be notified by the board or 


   it’s sub committee. A list of pre approved lessees will be provided to the seller.

3.4.  If none of the pre approved lessees is interested in the development at the asking 
price the seller has two options:
3.4.1. 
Reduce the asking price and notify each pre approved individual again with the 
reduced price or 
3.4.2.
The seller can advertise the sale among sponsoring churches at the original 
asking price.
3. The sale is not to be advertised to the general public. 

4. SUB- LETTING OF PROPERTY
4. Lessee must have Camp Board approval before sub-letting the lease.
4. In the event of sub-letting, the fees and charges payable by sub-tenants shall be paid to the Treasurer of Kedleston Gospel Camp Board to extent of same being payable by the Lessees.  If the sub-tenant fails to pay the required fees and charges the responsibility for paying such falls on the Lessee.
4. Regulations shall apply both to Lessees and sub-tenants.
5. TERMINATION OF LEASE 
5. In the event of termination of the Lease for non-payment of annual lease fees or applicable taxes, or a breach of the lease regulations, any amount owing will constitute a lien against the chattels or improvements on the property equal to the amount owing.  
5. The lessee will then have the option of either selling their dwelling (i.e. trailer or cabin) following the procedures set out in section three of these regulations, or removing it from the property as soon as possible.  The lessee is expected to leave the property in “good” condition for the next potential lessee.  The Kedleston Camp board will be the sole judge of what constitutes “good” condition.
